The process of Gelli Plate Printing involves 
using paints, shapes, stencils on a gelatinous plate 
to create art work.  The Gelli Plate can come in may 
shapes, A4, A3, square, round and many more.  

In this workshop, you will be taught how to add 
paints, shapes and stencils onto a Gelli Plate to be 
printed onto a sheet of paper.  All materials will be 
supplied in this class, however if you have a Gelli Plate
